Formalities 

Students applying for an Exchange semester (incoming and outgoing) need to submit an application dossier.  Information on the documents required, the deadlines and other formalities can be found below. For full information on courses offered go to List of subjects for a full overview.

Students must fulfil entry criteria ( either a professional baccalaureate in the chosen field of study or an academic baccalaureate AND proof of language proficiency for students whose English is not a mother language).

Application deadlines: 30 Mar 2010 for the exchange semester Fall 2010 

Students must be enrolled at a BU partner university to apply for an exchange ( and qualify for tuition fee waiver).  Applications from partner universities are channelled through the International Coordinators at both institutions. Dossier includes:

Introductory Welcome

Exchange and non-domestic students will be separately welcomed at the start of the semester as an introduction to their studies here and life in Vietnam.  They will be informed about the various processes and formalities, and meet with the Tutor.

Insurances

You are obliged to have a minimum medical coverage.  If you are an EU citizen then your  EHIC (European Health Insurance Card) card suffices (This replaces the E128 and the E111 cards which are no longer accepted).  Otherwise you must either have proof of medical insurance from your country which covers any costs incurred in Vietnam or you must buy a medical insurance in Vietnam for the period you are here.
